INDLEDNING 

Vint eren 1984-85 bes~gte vi (Kate og Ulrik Ander s en, Poul -Erik Madsen og Erik 
M~lgaard) Nepa l og Indien med studier af fuglef aunaen som et af de primrere mal. 
PEM og EM ankom ti l Kathmandu 25 . november, en uge f 0r KA og UA. Denne uge be ­
nyt t ede de hovedsa ge l i g t il et bes~g ved Kosi Barrage i det 0stlige Nepa l . KA , 
UA og PEM rejste hjem fra De l hi 10. januar, mens E~I for t satte tur en med 10 dages 
dasef erie i Thai land (med ret r i nge ornitologisk akt i vitet). 

Vi viI betegne turen som en s tor succes . Vi sa 500 ar t er f ugle i Nepal og Indien 
(EM eks tra 42 i Thail and) og havde mange store oplevelser undervejs . 

Vejret var gennemgaen? e fint i Nepal , dog sneede det lidt under nedst i gni ngen 
fra Muktina t h (pa t r ek- turen) , og der var morgent age i Chi t wan s amt enke lte dage 
i Kathmandu . Ogsa i Indien var ve jret gennemgaende godt, dog var det koldt og 
grat den s idste da g i Bharatpur og ogsa for bavsende k0ligt i J aisalmer. 

Bade Nepal og Indien er virkelig gode rejselande . Transport omkostningerne ad 
landjorden er lave , hotelIer og restauranter billige. Et par eksempler pa bus ­
/togbilletpriser : bus Kathmandu- Pokhara ca . 25 kr , bus Jaipur - Jodhpur ca . 37 
kr , tog Jodhpur -Jaisalmer ca . 27 kr (incl. liggeplads!) . I Nepal findes gode 
og billige restauranter i Pokhara og iSa!r Kathmandu; i Indien fik vi iSa!r god 
mad pa ret dyre steder som Forest Lodge (Bharatpur) og Sariska Palace . 

Befolkningen er gennemgaende venlig og hja!lpsom, iSa!r i Nepal. 

Indrejse i Nepal kra!ver , at man har l~st visum hjemmefra. Det k0bes pa konsu ­
latet i K~benhavn og kostede 115 kr. Det ga!lder i 30 dage, men kan forla!nges i 
Kathmandu. Som turist kan man ikke komme overalt i landet; konsulatet kan oplyse 
om tilga!ngelige omrader . 

Med DIS - rabat var den billigste rejserute med SAS til Calcutta og videre derfra 
med Indian Airlines. For ikke~studerende med Air India til Delhi og videre 
derfra med Royal Nepal eller Indian Airlines. Det kan nok g0res en anelse bil­
ligere med Aeroflot til Delhi - men vi anbefaler det ikke! 

Ogsa til Indien indf0rtes i efteraret 1984 visum, der s~ges pa ambassaden i 
Hellerup (koster ikke noget) , og desuden skal man va!re opm..rksom pa , at der 
kra!ves sa!rlig tilladelse til at bes0ge visse omrader, f.eks. Sikkim og Darje­
eling. 

De lokale valutaer kan ikke k0bes hjeromefra; medbring US -dollars, pund sterling 
eller anden kendt valuta , gerne i form af rejsechecks . December 1984 svarede 
1 nepalesisk rupe e til ca . 60 0re og 1 indisk rupee til ca. 96 0re. I Nepal kan 
der veksles sort , men fortjenesten er begra!nset . 

N0dvendige vaccinationer er koler a og tyfus. Desuden anbefales et skud gammag ­
l obul i n lige inden afrejsen sta!rkt. ~lalariapiller kommer man heller i kke udenom, 
medmindre man holder sig t i l bjergene og 0rkenen. 

Gor an Wa linder, Steen Christensen og Jesper Hornskov takkes for pr akt iske rad 
og oplysni nger. 

Denne r apport er inddelt i 3 de le: en rejseoversigt, korte beskrivelser af de 
bes0gte omr ader (UA+PEM) og en grundig gennemgang af de obs erverede fugle (EM) . 
F0rst f0lger dog en litteraturliste.

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LOKALlTETER 

KATHMANDU - DALEN ================= 

Kathmandu ligger i en dal i det centrale Nepal. Dalen dmkker omkring 500 km2 

og ligger ca. 1300-1400 m.o.h. omgivet af bjerge med en h0jde svarende til 

2000-2700 m.o.h •• I dalen bor omkring 1/2 mill. mennesker, og nest en hele 

bunden af dalen best&r af bebygget eller opdyrket land. Pa bjergsiderne fin­

des endnu skov, men denne bliver hugget ned og brugt til brende med en for­

uroligende haste , 
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I Kathmandu findes mange hotelIer og guest houses, og vi boede pa '~thman­

du Guest House", som kan anbefales for sin gode standard og rimelige pris 

samt sin beIiggenhed i en bydeI med mange gode og billige spisesteder. 

Det er let at komme frem og tiIbage til fuglelokaliteterne enten pa lejet 
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cykel eller med taxi. Man kan godt aftale med en taxichauff0r, at man akal 

hentes igen p~ et bestemt tidspunkt. 

F0lgende fuglelokaliteter blev bes0gt:

Gokarna Safari Park er en indhegnet dyrehave, hvor man skal betale for at 

komme ind. Parken ligger ca. 6-7 km 0St for Kathmandu og indeholder noget 

ner det eneste skov, der er tilbage i selve bunden af Kathmandu-dalen. 

Parken d!ekker et areal p~ ca, 2,5 km
2, og her kan man se mange skovfugle 

som mejser, sangere, fluesnappere etc. 

TEMPELSKOVEN 

Ved Tempelskoven forst~s den mindre skov, der ligger mellem Pashupatinath 

templet og lufthavnen. Fra templet kommer man til skoven via en gangbro 

over Bagmati-floden. Ud over en masse aber er der ogs~ en del fugle i sko­

ven. P~ knapt 3 timer s~ vi ud over det mere almindelige ogs~ arter som 

Common Iora, Fulvous-breasted Woodpecker, Grey-headed Green Woodpecker, 

Plain-backed Mountain Thrush,og White's Thrush. 

GODAVARI 

Godavari Botanic Garden ligger ca. 15 km syd for Kathmandu, og er, som 

navnet siger, en botanisk have med en masse forskellige trreer, buske og 

planter. Der er.derfor mulighed for at se mange forskellige fugle som 

f.eks. minivets og solfugle. 

PHULCHOKI 

Phulchoki, der nok m~ betegnes som Kathmandu-dalens bedste fuglelokalitet, 

er navnet pa det 2760 m h0je bjerg umiddelbart syd for Godavari. Herfra 

gar der en grusvej helt op til telestationen pa toppen, sa en morgen fik 

vi en taxi til at k0re os helt til toppen. Vi kunne sa bruge hele dagen 

til turen ned til Godavari, hvor vi blev afhentet af taxien om aftenen. 

En af grundene til de mange fugle er, at bjerget er drekket af ret uber0rt 

skov af varierende sammenaretning. Iarer art er af laughing thrushes, yuhinas 

og andre babblers er talrige, men ogsa mange sangere, spretter, solfugle mm 

ses. Alt i alt et 'fedt'sted, hvor vi p~ 2 dage bl.a. sa 15 arter, som vi 

ikke sa andre steder. 

NAGARJUNG 

Nagarjung er navnet pa bjergkammen nordvest for Kat~Jn~~du. Her er skoven 

ligeledes beskyttet af en omgivende mur, og man skal betale en mindre 

entre for at komme ind. Fra indgangen ved vejen mod Trisuli kan man f01ge 

en sti direkte til den h0jeste top (ca. 2100 m.o.h.>, og turen ned kan sa 

foreg~ ad en vresentlig lengere grusvej. Man ma regne med, at turen tager 

en hel dag. Den for det meste meget tmtte skov huskes mest for de mange 

fasaner og laughing thrushes samt for Black-throated Jay. Vi kunne godt 
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have brugt mere end en dag her! 

Mellem Kathmandu og Nagarjung ligger Bajalu Water Garden, hvor der ogs~ 

kan ses lidt fugle. 

BARAHBISE ROAD 

En dag hyrede vi en taxi for at k0re de ca. 115 km til Kodari ved gramsen 

til Tibet, men da vi kom til Barshbise, var de sidste 30 km vej lukket, s~ 

vi m~tte vende om. Uden det sidste stykke havde turen ikke meget ornitolo­

gisk at byde p~, s~ det anbefales at sikre sig,_ at hele vejen er ~ben, in-, 

den man tager afsted. Ca. 35 km fra Kathmandu ligger Bhagvati Temple, som 

ikke er noget temp~l, men en dyr og fornem delvis udend0rs restaurant med 

en fantastiak udsigt, en yderst ringe betjening og nogle elendige flambere­

de pandekager,

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Kosi Barrage ligger ca. 200 km Syd0st for Kathmandu, hvor hovedvejen til 

de 0stlige dele at Nepal krydser floden 'Arun Kosi River'. Selve Kosi 

Barrage er et stort arrangement af sluser til regulering af flodens vand­

f0ring. 

Stedet n~a fra Kathmandu med natbua med afgang ca. k1 18.00 og ankomat 

ca. k1 5.00 nreate morgen, ialt en bustur p~ nresten 500 km, idet turen 

g~ via Mugling! 

Det er muligt at bo i den lille landsby 0st for slusen hos Narayan, der 

driver en primitiv "restaurant", hvor man f~ serveret glimrende "Nepal­

food". 

Man kan let n~ rundt i hele omr~det til fods, dog m~ man betale nogle f~ 

rupees for at blive sejlet over til sandbankerne ~ sydvest for slusen. 

Gode oversigtsforhold findes overalt, men iarer pa de to dremninger mod nord 

pa hver side af slusen. Den sydlige del af floden ses bedst fra stien ~ 
0St for landsbyen. 

Kosi Parra~e er iarer kendt som rasteplads for tusinder sv0mmerender i fe­

bruar-marts, men i ultimo november er der ret fa render, men mange mange 

andre fugle. Overalt ses skarver, hejre og storke, f.eks. Open-billed 

Stork, Wooly-necked Stork og Lesser Adjutant. 

Rovfugle blev set bedst fra vejen (2) umiddelbart 0St for landsbyen og 

. fra dremningen ~ nord0st for slusen. Her S~6 f.eks. Osprey, Brahminy 

Kite, Pied Harrier, qreater og Lesser Spotted Eagle, Steppe Eagle, Tawny 

Eagle, Red-headed Falcon samt adskillelige gribbe. White-tailed Sea-Eagle 

blev iarer set over sandbankerne syd for slusen. 

De v~de engomrader ~ rummer mange vandh0ns (iarer Purple Swamphen) og 

jacana'er, og pa sandbankerne nord for udsigtst~net ~ blev Great Stone 

Curlew set. Mager og terner er selvf0lgelig godt representeret i omradet 

med arter som Great Black-headed Gull, Brown-headed Gull, Gull-billed 

Tern, Caspian Tern, River Tern og Black-bellied Tern. 

Ai smafugle ma f0rst og fremmest nrevnes en specialitet som Hodgson's 

Bushchat, der findes i et fladt sandet omrade med spredt grres ~ • 
Her findes endvidere '.Vbi te-tailed Bushchat, Rufous-winged Bush Lark og 

Ashy-crowned Finch Lark. De bedste steder for sangere (Acrocephalus, 

Phylloscopus, Prinia etc.) er langs dremningen ud til udsigtst~net, iarer 

buskadset omkring nogle ruiner (§) kan anbefales. Ogsa omradet langs dmm~~­
ningen CZ) nord for landsbyen kan fremvise mange sangere. I sivene langs 

begge dremninger sas endvidere store flokke af Yellow-breasted Bunting og 

enkelte Little Bunting. 
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POKHARA. 

kh smukt beliggende ved S0en Phewa Tal ved foden af Annapurna Himal, er 
Po ara, • 7 t· Nepals nastst0rste by og nas med bus fra Kathmandu pa ca. ~mer. 

Byen er udgangspunkt for flere treks, bl.a. Jomosom-trek (se nedenfor), men er 
derudover selv et ophold vard. 

Den bedste fuglelokalitet er det skovkl~dte .(sekundsr~sk?v) h0jdedrag pa syd­
siden af Phewa Tal, god for bl.a. Green Magp1e og adsk~ll~ge arter fluesnappere 

m.m. 

D den er den sydlige del af Pokhara by ganske fuglerig, og endelig b0r navnes, 
~s~ r herfra gar en sti mod vest langs Phewa Tals nordbred, hvor der sikkert 
~an :es meget i tr~kti'derne, og som ogsa om vinteren er et herligt sted at slappe 

af. 

Det bedste hotel er Fish Tail Lodge pa sydsiden af S0en (med direkte adgang til 
k ven og mange smafugle i haven). Vi boede pa det nastbedste: New Crystal (280 
~ of or et dobbeltvarelse i annekset). Udover disse findes et ~ld af mere eller 
m~ndre usle "hoteller" ved lake~ide, hvor vi ikke ville f01e os trygge ved at 
efterlade bagage, mens vi var pa trek-tur. 

JOMOSOM-TREK. 

"Trek" er betegnelsen for en bjergsti, man som turist kan fa tilladelse til at 
vandre ad. Jomosom-trekken er nok den mest frekventerede af dem all~ og.har da 

• eget at byde pa bade etnisk og landskabs~ssigt. Der er r~gel~gt med 
~f~: ~vernatnings- og'fourageringsmuligheder (til lave priser) undervejs, og 
desuden er der mulighed for at komme tilbage til Pokhara med fly fra Jomosom 
( 1 ds bookes pa hotel New· Om's Home i Jomosom og kostede december 1984 617 Rs 
e~k:lt). Flyveturen byder i godt vejr pa en fantastisk udsigt. specielt ind over 
Annapurna-massivet. 

Trekken udgar fra Pokharas nordlige udkant, men den f0rste str~kning kan til­
bagel~gges med jeep (til Suikhet). Fra Suikhet kan man valge ~ellem 2 rute7 for 
f0rste halvdel af turen: hovedstien via Birethanti og Ghorepan~ el~er den m~ndr~ 
bef~rdede sti via Landrung og Ghandrung. For ornitologer kan s1dstnavnte an 
befales, da der er mest skov tilbage langs denne. 

Pa str~kningen Suikhet-Landrung er der overvejende egeskov (dog terrasse-age~­
brug omkring Dhumpus) og masser af fugle - ogsa om vinteren. Fra Landrung t11 
et stykke efter Ghandrung er der vekslende ager1and og sekundsr-krat, hvor~fter 
der er skov hel t til Chi tre, hvor man st0der til hovedstie.n. Denne s.kov 11gger 
noget h0jere og er stedvis domineret af rhododendron. ,Omkr1ng det h0Jes~e punkt 
(godt 3000 m) lidt naleskov. Over 2500 m er der ikke sa mange fugle o~ v1~teren, 
men alt ialt giver str~kningen et godt ornitologisk udbytte, ogsa pa denne 

arstid. 

Fra Chitre til Kabre gar man overvejende i agerland med spredte kr~t og sma­
lunde; den f0rste del af turen er ganske givtig, men efter ~atopan1 .er land­
skabet mere barsk, og man ser ikke sa mange fugle i den kolde t1d. Omkr1ng Ghasa 
er der dejlig (men i december fugletom) fyrreskov, der skal huse bl.a .• flere 
arter fasaner. tangere nordpa bliver tr~erne efterhanden lavere, for, nar man 
nar Tukuche kun at v~re dvargformer op ad bjergskraningerne. I det~e barske 
landskab er'der kun fa fugle - til gen~ld s~ndende arter, is~r karm1ndompap-
per, jernspurve og r0dstjerter. 
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~st for Jomosom ligger et omrade med t~rre marker og levende hegn samt et par 
fugtige smaenge (narmest floden), hvor vi sa bl.a. Solitary Snipe. 

Fra Jomosom kan man fortsmtte til Muktinath (3800 m), hovedsageligt gennem 
sten~rken. De ivrige kan forlmnge trek-turen hele vejen rundt om Annapurna. 

En trek-tur er en fantastisk oplevelse og anbefales varmt. Stigningerne op til 
Ghandrung og ismr Muktinath er anstrengende, men ellers stilles ikke st~rre krav 
til fysikken, i hvert fald ikke, hvis man lejer bmrere, hvilket er en stor be­
hagelighed, der yderligere har den fordel, at den mindre befmrdede sti via 
Ghandrung kan benyttes (uden gUide kan man fare vild i skoven mellem Ghandrung 
og Chitre). Vores samlede udgifter till bmrer!guide og 1 bmrer be10b sig til 
ca. 1800 Rs (ca. 1100 kr), incl. mad og 10n for tilbageturen. Der er adskillige 
bureauer i Pokhara (og Kathmandu). 

Trekking-tilladelse kostede 60 Rs pr. person pr. uge (husk 2 pasfotos) og s~ges 
pa immigrationskontoret i Pokharas sydlige udkant (nmr lakeside). 

CHITWAN. 

Royal Ch!twan National Park ligger i det sydlige Nepal pa grans en til Indien 
og er mest kendt for sine pattedyr-bestande (bl.a. tiger, leopard, labebj0rn 
og nasehorn), men er ogsa en fremragende fuglelokalitet. 

Hvis man er rig, bor man pa Tiger Tops Jungle Lodge, beliggende i den vestlige 
del af parken. Hvis ikke, ma man bo uden for parken og kan sa velge mellem 
Meghauly i vest og Sauraha i 0st (begge kan nas med bus fra Pokhara og Kath­
mandu). Overnatningsmulighederne i Meghauly er en nyhed, som vi desvmrre ikke 
kendte pa forhand, hvorfor vi valgte Sauraha. Pa grund af den navenyttige 
parkbetjent her viI vi anbefale, at man velger Meghauly. I strid med park ens 
reglement negter han bes0gende adgang uden ledsagelse af en indf0dt guide (ren 
og skmr pengeafpresning). Da vi ikke ville ligge under for press ion, fik vi 
inden for parken (entre 65 Rs) kun bes~gt flodskoven lige over for Sauraha. 

Vort program blev derfor som f01ger:
