The following information h as been sent by liTr. Bishnu Lal Shresta on a newspaper 
stamp used in c orljunction with' ~he Gorldlapatra ' wh ich is a l oc a l Government 
paper. The paper i s 76 years oid anu aithoughwas orig iilally a weekly p aper is 
now issued as a da ily paper . This newspaper used its own stamp for posting , 
from 1935: t o 1960. It is printed in r ed ink; i s 25 mm . x 29 mm. in size , imperf. 
and h a s ' the nUl11ber ~ in the lower , part of , the st amp . Above the value' are crossed 
Kukris and in f 2.ct it l ooks very similar , to ' t.he 'present , day meter c ancella tion. 
Unfortunately on. the c opy I have s een the details" of the top half of the staElps 
are not cleor todistinquish the inscriptions . This ~ ann2. or , 2p. rate was used 
for newspapers up to Jat;u2ry 1974 when the rate changed to 5p . for REGIS'T'EE'~D 
newspaper r a te. 

The use of CO'Jrt Fee ' star:lpson dOQwnents and , the mul ti'ple ,1'S8 of postal:i; e stamps for 
paying revenue is '8, fascinotiDg side-line to bur c ollecting. It ,i s with T(3gret 
therefore th8t I have to rep'ort thefollowinfi f acts reE8f.ding one cover , which was 
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an official stam pless cover with a 1p Cou.;i:t F8~ stamp added. The ,usua l bright 
red c ancel is on the Court Feestrunp, · but i s not I ti~d ' to the c over and in addition 
to this the ,1p. value would not pay anypbstal r ate.

Earlier this year this cover was offered as genuine by one of our dealer - members 
Mr. S.K. Chatterje e to Mr. Ro~:er Skinner in the U.S. A. The cover was checked by 
some of our other circ le members and Wf'.. S returned to Mr. Cha tterjee :r.nf6rming 
him that it was not genuine a nd shou ld not be offered as such to oth82' c o l lectors. 

During April I received the s ame c over still being offered a s genuine fr om Mr. 
Chatt er j ee , so I mus t worn members t o beware of all covers b e aring Court 'Fee 
stamps, and in particu l ar those eminating from Hr. Chatterj ee.
