Tanglung - Tanglung SX'AR is a tribe in Dzogi Sdgliﬁ County which is very near to Machu &'&® County in
Gansu. It literally means ‘plain and valley’.

Wherever you go, you can stay - People might not be able to stay in a new place for two reasons. Firstly, if
they have a bad relationship with the Zhidag ﬂ](%\'ﬂﬁﬂ](local owner deities). Secondly, if they have bad
relationships with local people — this is particularly true of leaders. If a person can stay wherever they can go,
this implies that they are capable, and powerful.
